We
are no longer faced with the same
treatment. We no longer carry our
own sin, and so are released from its
required payment of death. We no
longer must fear being abandoned by
the Almighty.
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THE LIGHT OF LENT

“When the days drew near for him to be taken up, he set his
face to go to Jerusalem.” — Luke 9:51

As the darkness of Good Friday rises
in the air and overwhelms our sense
of justice, our hearts cry out for the
Innocent One. We cry for the
Righteous One who deserves none of
the punishment. We cry at the
harshness He endured. And we cry
because we know that it should have
been us. Me. You. We're the ones who
should be there. Our sin should
have killed us, not Him.

- Yet He goes. He goes knowing
. what lays before Him. He goes
knowing that it is our sin, not
His, that merits the death He
will die. And He does this
without our permission. He
stands in for us in the
gruesomeness without even asking
if we would like Him to substitute for
us. The Light of the World stood in for
us. Stood for us and died for us. He is
the Light of Lent. His love illuminates
the darkness that is in ourselves.

The Light of Lent is the love of the
very Son of God who would exchange
our darkness for His righteousness. He
chose to take our filth and give us His
right standing before the Father.

As we follow the Light of the World to
the cross, we rejoice in His love. As we
remember our own wickedness, we
rest our souls in His nail-scarred
hands. Here is our hope. Here is our
peace. Here, with us always, even to
the ends the earth, is the Light of Lent
and the First to be Resurrected, the
celebration of Easter.

God's transcendent peace be with you
as you approach the cross of shame,
step through its darkness, and enter
into the Light of the Resurrection and
Eternal Praise of our glorious God.

| love the book of Ruth. The story of redemption woven into
the old testament pages is such a beautiful picture of what
Jesus did for us on Good Friday — Redeeming us to be a
part of his family.

The book of Ruth starts with dark and troubled times for the
people of Israel. A famine drives many people, including
Naomi’s family, from their land. While in this foreign country,
her husband and sons die.

Naomi is left with no one to support her and her two
daughters-in-law, so when she hears that there is food in her
homeland again, she makes her way back home. One
daughter-in-law leaves Naomi to return to her family of
origin; the other swears an oath of loyalty to Naomi:

Where you go, | will go, and where you lodge, | will
lodge. Your people shall be my people, and your God,
my God. Where you die, | will die, and there | will be
buried. Thus may the LORD do to me, and worse, if
anything but death parts you and me. (Ruth'1 : -1 B

Ruth proves to be a hard worker and faithful daughter-in-law
so, even though she is a foreigner in the land of Israel, a
wealthy farmer named Boaz takes an interest in her. Boaz is
also related to Naomi, making him eligible to redeem
Naomi's family, that is, to purchase her late husband’s field
and continue her late husband'’s bloodline. Boaz is
impressed by Ruth’s character, and marries her. Ruth and
Boaz have a son, and the book closes with a surprise: Ruth is
the great-grandmother of King David.

That is the story of Ruth in a nutshell but there is so much
more to be found in the pages of Ruth. | encourage you to
read it through.

The story of Ruth is a bright story of hope during a very dark
period in Israel’s spiritual and political history. Ruth’s
devotion to Naomi and Boaz' devotion to Ruth provide two
compelling portraits of love among the people of God. But
the greatest love displayed in this book is God's love for
Naomi (and all of Israel):

Ol'hen the women said to Naomi, Blessed is the LORD
who has not left you without a redeemer today, and
may his name become famous in Israel.'6 Ru(4:14)

This redemption theme continues to weave through the old
testament until, in the new testament, the ultimate
redemption is brought to completion by Jesus death and
resurrection. Jesus became one of us (Jn 1:14; He 2:14.) so
He, as our kinsman redeemer, could buy us back (1 Pt 1:18-
19.) He was willing to make this sacrifice so we can walk in
freedom and live with him forever (Eph 5:25-27.)

Jesus Christ is our great Redeemer!
